We have families at Albany Rise who have 
lost relatives in the fires  and  others who have      
relatives and friends who have lost their homes. Three 
schools and three kindergartens have been destroyed 
by the fire and many others continue to be closed due 
to fire related circumstances. The Education Depart-
ment has arranged for counsellors to be available to 
provide support for those students and families        
affected by the bushfires.  
 
In response to this tragedy we have organised to have 
a free/casual  day tomorrow in exchange for a   
donation with all proceeds being forwarded to the 
2009 Victorian Bushfire Appeal Fund.
